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The Kenton church of Christ in Kenton, OH invited David Miller
(HomeMission evangelist and long-time soul winner in Ohio) to give
a presentation about HomeMission to the church in July. After this
presentation and prayerful consideration, the congregation decided
to move forward with HomeMission and a date was set for the
LAUNCH workshop. Jim Lucas and David Miller conducted the
workshop in September 2023. This congregation of less than 20
does not have elders but is blessed with a young capable minister
David Miller and Joshua Joshua McAnulty and a handful of dedicated members who have a
McAnulty (preacher) love for the lost and a willingness to work. David Miller returned in
October and further trained several key members and the minister in
the Habanero Ministry and personal evangelism, visiting with 11
former members and conducting 57 community visits. God blessed
these efforts; Sunday attendance prior to Launch in September was
around 17; attendance in November averaged over 25; 32 were
present on November 19.
The church in Kenton is moving forward, with momentum gained
from the Launch workshop. In the words of the congregation: "We
= . started with a brainstorming session which resulted in starting a
"Take Off" Session from the Kenton church worship service at our local nursing home. We also started a
Launch workshop of Christ bldg door knocking campaign in the community which resulted in 13
new Bible correspondence courses being handed out. We are
working on our card ministry. We also had a luncheon for former
members in the area and had three families return that Sunday.
With many in the community on government assistance we are
starting a monthly community luncheon on the last Sunday of each
month in hopes to reach more people.”
The brethren at Kenton, working alongside David Miller, serve as an
encouragement to us all, reminding us that—even when few in
preparing to GO! number—God can and will work through us when we have a
mind to work. To God be the glory.
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End - of - Year Statistics 2023

1. We have worked in some way with 118 congregations in 31 states.

2. We are following up with 12 churches in 4 states that have had disasters
and received assistance from disaster relief efforts.

3. We have given over tens of thousands of dollars worth of workbooks,
materials, Bibles, tracts and other tools to churches around the country.

4. HomeMission is currently working with 5 start up congregations in 4 states.
5. For most of 2023, we had 7 active evangelists.

6. HomeMission conducted 2 four-day conferences in Texas and Alabama
(Heritage Christian)

7. Churches have reported 723 baptisms for the year.

8. Our evangelists have travelled over tens of thousands of miles.

9. Elder'sNet (a quarterly publication for elders by elders) is being

sent out to over 472 elders in 30 states representing 146 congregations.

10. The West Freeway School of Evangelism graduated its first 3 students in
August and started year two with 3 students who have finished their classes and
now must do their field work.

11. Six larger congregations have worked with seven smaller ones through
HomeMission. 3 more have committed to help next year.

12. Of the 600-plus churches HomeMission has worked with over the past 8
years in some way, less than 2% have closed, while 125 other churches in
America are closing their door each year.

13. All praise and glory go to Jesus our Savior and King.
